OBJECTIVE:

To seek authorisation from the PCC to enter into a collaborative agreement to
allow the Police ombudsman for Norther Ireland (PONI) to investigate
complaints made in any operation as a result of Mutual Aid.

BACKGROUND:

In anticipation that Northern Ireland may require Mutual Aid following the UK
departure from the European Union (EU), there are some differences in the
legal provision in relation to complaints and discipline of officers from other
police forces whilst serving in Northern Ireland.

AREAS FOR CONSIDERATION:

By agreeing to enter into this agreement the Police and Crime Commissioner
allows the PONI to undertake investigations into any complaints made against
mutual aid officers whilst serving in Northern Ireland, before being passed
back to the home force.

OTHER OPTIONS CONSIDERED:
Not applicable.

Mutual Aid is a formal arrangement for the provision of policing assistance
from one force to another and usually provided in response to or in
anticipation of a major incident or event. It provides an overall resilience to
the provision of effective policing of the incident and the force area in
question. In addition, it links in with the Strategic Policing Requirement of
which the PCC has to have due regard for the force’s capacity and capability
to respond to such a requirement.
