1.1 The current Joint Corporate Communications Department (Digital Communications
Team) Section 22A Collaboration Agreement is due to expire 31 May 2024.

1.2 An extension to this Agreement is proposed for a period of 12 months and until 31
May 2025 to enable the department to continue to fully collaborate, pending
completion of ongoing reviews into the constabularies’ digital and engagement
world.
