Recommendation:

Drug Testing on Arrest (DTOA) has been taking place in Suffolk since 2013 and rolled out in
Norfolk during 2019/20 initially and independently financed by both Constabularies, whilst
still jointly funded JJC are now the budget holders. 2022 saw the Home Office, recognising
Norfolk and Suffolk as being 2 out of 10 innovative forces in how we manage and run
DTOA, each force were asked to consider the acceptance of a £150k grant total £300k, this
money has been put to some really good use, further funding has been accepted which
takes us to March 2024, thereafter if no further HO grants are available it will be back to
Constabulary funding. From the funding in Suffolk we have created an Outreach Post, this
post is on a 12 month contract and renewable, this allows the treatment service to employ
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a staff member under their terms and conditions to follow up in the community, those who
have failed to attend their statutory appointment, thus ensuring they are seen, offered
harm minimisation advice, enter treatment if required, in doing so a reduction in crime will
be seen, there is a need to mirror this process in Norfolk. Norfolk treatment service (CGL)
has agreed to employ this post if we fund it from the Home Office Grant for a 12 month
pilot, extendable whilst Home Office funding allows, thereafter at the treatment service
expense.
